Ten members of the team left Denver on Feb 10,  just one week after a major snowstorm had closed DIA!  Included were the father/son members of Milton and Thomas and Rick and Clinton.  The mother/daughter team members were Chrissy and Hannah and Dana and Ingrid.  Becky and Michelle were with them on this leg of the journey. They picked Nancy up along the way and met the rest of the team (Holly, Melissa, Lynn) in Santiago, DR.  Diana was waiting for the team when they arrived in Cap Haitian, Haiti on Sunday, Feb 11.  Below you see a picture of some youngsters at the border enjoying the lunch some passengers on the bus had saved for them.
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What did we do?











This team had two doctors, four nurses and an EMT as team members.   We had shipped medical supplies and medications into Haiti so we were able to conduct three primary care clinics.


  We set the clinics up in a church building of the community that we were visiting for the day.  Soon the building would be filled with people seeking medical advice.  They were interviewed by a nurse and then seen by one of the doctors if necessary.  Everyone that went through the clinic was given soap, shampoo, hand lotion and a wash cloth in addition to the medical treatment.  We saw over 400 people in these clinics.


We also furnished the funds for 2 hospitalizations, 4 tooth extractions for abscesses and the medications for individuals with hypertension, stomach disease, osteomyelitis, a leg ulcer and diabetes.

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What else did we do?
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On this team was a wonderful teacher named Becky.  She loves children and it was evident that they love her.  


Becky had prepared the Bible story of Daniel in the lion’s den to teach to the children.  She brought costumes for the children to dress in as she told the story.  There was lots of laughter and giggling as the youngsters got into the story.  The highlight seemed to be when the mouths of the lions were shut by the angel.  This particular angel had a little help from duct tape!

Haiti has a troubled history and has borne some major natural disasters throughout the years.





The team provided food to individual families as the need was identified but also provided $2,000 worth of beans and rice to different communities.





This food is distributed to people in the community and the church through Bible ministers that work in that community on a daily basis.  Their familiarity with the community allows for the food to be distributed to those that have the most need.
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A child and his older sister make their way towards the bus the team was traveling on in hopes of getting some food.

This family lost their mother just a year ago and it was easy to see that Jwaise was still missing her very much.  We have received the news that Jwaise died on March 8th of acute diarrhea.
